The War of Currents: AC Vs DC

Starting in the late 1880s, Thomas Edison and Nikola Tesla were embroiled in a battle now known as the
War of the Currents. Edison developed direct current - current that runs continually in a single direction, like in a
battery or a fuel cell. During the early years of electricity, direct current (DC) was the standard in the U.S. But
there was one problem i.e. direct current is not easily converted to higher or lower voltages. Tesla believed that
alternating current (AC) was the solution to this problem. Alternating current reverses direction a certain number
of times per second - 60 in the U.S. and can be converted to different voltages relatively easily using a
transformer.

Edison did not want to lose the royalties as he was earning from his direct current patents. He began a
campaign to discredit alternating current. He spread misinformation saying that alternating current was more
dangerous. He even went so far as to publicly electrocute stray animals using alternating current to prove his
point.

The Chicago World’s Fair, the World’s Columbian Exposition, took place in 1893, at the height of the
Current War. In that World’s Fair, General Electric bid to electrify the fair, using Edison’s direct current was
quoted for $554,000, but it was lost to, George Westinghouse, who had licensed Tesla’s polyphase AC induction
motor patent. . Westinghouse said that he could power the fair for only $399.000 by using Tesla’s alternating
current.

In the same year, the Niagara Falls Power Company decided to give Westinghouse, , the contract to
generate power from Niagara Falls. Although some doubted that the falls could power all of Buffalo, New York.
Tesla was convinced it could power not only Buffalo, but also the entire Eastern United States.

On Nov. 16, 1896, Buffalo was lit up by the alternating current from Niagara Falls. By this time General
Electric had decided to jump on the alternating current train, too.

Today our electricity is still predominantly powered by alternating current, but computers, LEDs, solar
cells and electric vehicles all run on DC power. And methods are now available for converting direct current to
higher and lower voltages. Since direct current is more stable, companies are finding ways of using high voltage
direct current (HVDC) to transport electricity to long distances with less electricity loss.

The War of the Currents might not be over yet. But instead of continuing in a heated AC vs. DC battle, it
looks like the two currents will end up working parallel to each other in a sort of hybrid armistice. And none of
that would be possible without the genius of both Tesla and Edison.

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How to manage Tax?

Tax may be defined as "a compulsory extraction made by General Government from the
general public". It is a financial charge imposed on individuals or legal entities by the
Government in pursuant to its legislative authority. Tax is not a voluntary payment or donation,
but an enforced contribution, exacted pursuant to legislative authority. It is commonly believed
that Indian taxation system is difficult to understand. The tax laws are undoubtedly complicated
because of various deductions, exemptions, reliefs and rebates. Therefore, it is only logical that
taxpayers generally plan their affairs to attract the least incidence of tax. However, practice of
avoidance is a worldwide phenomenon and there is always a continuing battle in this regard
between the taxpayer and the tax collector. The perceptions of both are different. In the context
of saving tax, there are three commonly used practices, namely

(a) Tax Evasion (b) Tax Avoidance (c) Tax Planning

Tax Evasion: Tax Evasion is an illegal way to minimize tax liability through fraudulent
techniques like deliberate under-statement of taxable income or inflating expenses. It is an
unlawful attempt to reduce one’s tax burden. Tax Evasion is done with a motive of showing
fewer profits in order to avoid tax burden. It involves illegal practices such as making false
statements, hiding relevant documents, not maintaining complete records of the transactions,
concealment of income, overstatement of tax credit or presenting personal expenses as business

expenses. Tax evasion 1s a crime for which the assessee could be punished under the law.

Tax Avoidance: Tax avoidance is an act of using legal methods to minimize tax liability. In
other words, it 1s an act of using tax regime in a single territory for one’s personal benefits to
decrease one’s tax burden. Although Tax avoidance is a legal method, it is not advisable as it
could be used for one’s own advantage to reduce the amount of tax that is payable. Tax
avoidance is an activity of taking unfair advantage of the shortcomings in the tax rules by
finding new ways to avoid the payment of taxes that are within the limits of the law. Tax
avoidance can be done by adjusting the accounts in such a manner that there will be no violation

of tax rules: Tax avoidance is lawful but in some cases it could come in the category of crime.



Tax planning, in fact, is an honest ad rightful approach to the attainment of maximum benefits
of the taxation laws within their framework. Therefore, the objectives of tax planning cannot be
regarded as offending any concept of the taxation laws and subjected to reprehension of
reducing the inflow of revenue to the Government's coffers, so long as the tax planning measures

are in conformity with the statute laws and the judicial expositions thereof. Tax planning plays
an important role in the financial growth story of every individual as tax payments are

compulsory for all individuals who fall under the IT bracket.
